The Idea to dersigning completely new decorative patterns from already existing
ones, creating at the same time modern. unusual 3D panels similar to Islamic
Marshrabiya.

Decoration and function combined. sun catching elevation which controls the
access of sunlight entering totally dark spaces and penctraiting the entire
building. Creating magical atmosphere. which changes depending on the time
of the day and secason you exhibit it.

Rotate "Mashrabiya boxes". move and layer pannels and watch the shadow
changing.

Infinite "light patterns™ around you. wherever you look.

Step between light and shadow to become a part of story on the wall,

let your imagination run wild!
