A boutique hotel rooted in the layered geology of Wadi Al-Disah where architecture and interior spaces emerge from the landscape rather than dominate it. The design translates the stratified mountain
formations into massing, materiality, and spatial layering, using stone, earth tones, and handcrafted elements inspired by Tabuk's traditional crafts. Climate-responsive strategies, shaded transitions, and textured
surfaces create a balanced dialogue between comfort, nature, and cultural authenticity, allowing guests to experience the spirit of Tabukthrough space, light, and material
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
