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Based on the history of the emergence of Magical Realism, we draw parallels between war and 
peace, between fear and courage, between collective identity and self-misunderstanding, 

between the sharp and the smooth.
Turning to literary works, we want to create a space on the border of worlds — between the 
world of the living and the world of the dead — so that we can hear what has not yet been 

heard. The truth that has not yet been uncovered.
We call upon the first witnesses. We summon the spirits that inhabit this place.

And we make our project not only for creatures of flesh — but also for the beings of the 
spiritual world.



This place is memory grown through concrete. Stones 
breathe with screams. Air is heavy with unspoken names.
The innocent fell faster than shadows. Their souls were 
made to forget their worth. Death became as ordinary as 
bitter mate in cold wind.
Here, killers and victims have swapped voices. The dead 
whisper, ‘Remember my fall?’ The living answer with 
silence. Truth weighs more than lead

The future is a double light. There, the living and 
the dead breathe the same air. Souls and flesh are two 
halves of one key. Forgiveness is sewn into time itself. 
Purity demands no sacrifice — it simply exists, like 
mist over a river. Truth there is not a weapon, but 
an echo: it does not burn — it warms. The darkness of 
ignorance has retreated — not by force, but because in 
that world, it is shameful not to know, and impossible 
to forget. And even the dead finally exhale: “I was. I 
was seen. Now I can move on

Truth does not die. It is near: breathes on your neck, 
sits on an empty chair, watches from a crack in the 
wall. The spirits are among us. Their world is stitched 
into ours — like thread into a scar. They see every 
tear, remember every name. Even if the living wish to 
forget — they remember for them. As long as the world 
exists — truth exists. Not in books, not in archives. 
But in the air, in the silence that is heavier than a 
scream. You are not alone. They remember everything. And 
as long as they remember — truth lives

Using the system of duality — the approach embedded in the very essence of our narrative —

INTERPRITATION CENTRE 1.1 TOWERS

The interpretation centre consists of two main elements: 
the towers of ideas, and Gallipon itself, which we burden 
by cutting down all vegetation around it, deliberately 
creating a scorched space that emphasises the destructive 
power of the place.

The towers become watchtowers. Each tower tells the 
story of how a person with an idea goes mad, how an idea 
becomes an obsession, and where that leads.
